a. Roll
b. Exceptions for Steering Committee deliverables
i. WG/TF chairs involvement
Jeff emphasized the importance of direct communication with work group and task force chairs to ensure the successful achievement of goals and objectives.
ii. Review metrics and work plan update
Jeff also highlighted the need for the steering committee to review and update metrics and the work plan throughout the year, with a comprehensive update to be presented in the spring.
c. Goal of meeting	  
Angela outlined the goals of the meeting, which included updates from work group and task force chairs, a discussion on potential advocacy strategies for RDU, and a recap of the recent conference.

	2. WG/TF Discussion
a. WG/TF status update and needs
i. CiNA Writing Network WG
Fran provided an update on their efforts to encourage the use of CiNA data and to foster a community of writers. The group aims to produce one paper per year over the next three years, with several potential studies in the early stages. Angela expressed support for the idea of involving ODS in the work group. The group would like to find a Canadian representative to participate in the group. Fran clarified each member of the work group will oversee one paper at a time. She would like to highlight papers during the conference or possibly Journal of Registry Management
ii. American Indian Alaska Native Cancer Surveillance Task Force.
Angela read an update from Sarah. This group addresses issues with the collection and use of cancer surveillance data on and for AIAN people. Mandy is working on the bridged race effects. Sarah and Bozena are collaborating on a survival paper which should go to co-authors this month. Chuck and Sarah plan to write a commentary. 
iii. CiNA Editorial Work Group
Jeff discussed the annual report, mentioning that it had been moved from a static PDF format to a dynamic one using CiNA Explorer. He highlighted the improvements made in the 2021 update and noted that some issues, such as funding and delaying adjusted rates, were still being worked out. Some major deliverables were met. Some efforts are on hold until Certification Evaluation Task Force has completed its task. 
iv. NAACCR Talks Work Group
Jeff shared in the past year the group has created a number of new members. In the first 6 months at least one talk has been done a month and received great response/feedback. The group is losing momentum due to a small number of members and asked the steering committee to help recruit more members.
v. Scientific Editorial Board Work Group
This group meets to discuss papers that were published using NAACCR data. The group reviewed 6-10 CiNA related publications. This is still a manual process but there are plans to operationalize in DART. 
vi. RDU Social Media Work Group
Lena shared progress in promoting data products through social media, including their first posts on LinkedIn and Facebook. The group asked for and got a shortened tag link that will allow future metrics to be collected. Lena highlighted the challenges faced by the work group in using the Canva tool for creating social media posts due to its limitations on shared project spaces. She proposed promoting research using the dataset after the awareness months. One of the challenges they have encountered is not having a tool to collaborate online.
b. Conference Recap
i. Topics-based RDU “coffee talk”
The idea is for a coffee talk geared toward analysts, epidemiologists and those in NAACCR that use the data.
ii. Identify priority topics for training
1. Small area analysis
2. Training in SEER Stat
c. How to advocate for RDU? 
i. Promote and advocate for RDU work
Need to make sure we have the required staff needed to drive RDU resources and initiatives. 
1. Leveraging the RDU Social Media Work Group.
ii. Need for work group chairs
Bozena shared that a chair is usually found by word of mouth which sometimes can be very efficient, although the same people are being used over and over. Should RDU put a more formal search mechanism in place? Fran suggested advertising more so that you do not need to be invited, and Angela will suggest that to the MAP Program.
