	2. Administrative/Housekeeping

	3. Board Update
Bozena reported on the first board meeting with Karen Knight attending as the new executive director, highlighting collaborative comments and discussions on various steering committees. This Board meeting was also a part of the Board and Chairs meeting where updates from steering committees was discussed. She also mentioned the USCDI plus and HTI 2 changes, encouraging board members to communicate to colleagues that it would be beneficial to respond to the federal documents, which closes on October 4th. Bozena suggested that steering committee chairs could potentially focus on how their work aligns with the strategic initiatives in future board meetings. Recinda reminded the group about the strategic plan link Strategic Plan (naaccr.org) and mentioned that all work groups have incorporated it into their structure.
	

	4. Newsworthy Topics

	5. Research Analyst Handbook Task Force (RAHT) document review
The revamp of the Analysis and Data Improvement Tools page was discussed, which will be taken over by RAHT.
